This series of downlights has achieved an IC-4 and IC-F insulation rating in 
accordance with AS/NZS 60598.2.2. 

A type IC-4 and IC-F luminaire can be installed with building insulation material 
that can safely be exposed continuously to temperatures up to 90°C. Such 
insulation can cover and abut the side of the luminaire. However, the driver’s 
lifespan will be affected.

SCB - Side Clearance to Building element: Minimum distance between the side of the recessed luminaire and any building element.
HCB - Height Clearance to Building element: Minimum distance between the top of the recessed luminaire and any building element above it.
