  LED Indicator 

  Important

■	�� Press the button to turn the electronic switch on.  
The LED indicator will shine bright when the switch is on.

■	�� Press the button again to turn the electronic switch off.

■	� The remote wire only needs to be connected if the multi-way 
switching feature is used. Remove the protective cover from the 
wire, strip it to an appropriate length and join it to mains rated 
building wire using a Cat 401 or other suitable screw connector. 
Do not remove the protective cover from the wire if the multi-way 
switching feature will not be used.

■	� Switches, powerpoints and other fixed wired products must be 
installed by an electrical contractor or similarly qualified person.

■	 Do not megger this product.
The colour of the LED indicator can be either red or blue. In 
addition, when the switch is off the LED indicator can either glow 
faintly or be off completely. The four possible modes are as follows:

To change between modes, press and hold the push button for  
at least 10 seconds. This will select the next mode in the  
sequence above.

2 Bright blue Faint blue
